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FUNDING ELIGIBILITY & EXCLUSIONS FOR PERSONAL GRANTS 
   				 
Funding Eligibility: 
1. Applicants/grant beneficiaries must be a current resident within the Trust’s area of benefit and have lived in the area for no less than two years. The Trust’s area of benefit is defined as the council wards of Birmingham City Council known as the Sutton Coldfield constituency. A Boundary Map of the Trust’s area of benefit can be found here. 

2. Previous Funding: Before applying for funding, at least three years must have lapsed since the date of any previous grant received from the Trust. 

3. The Trust will only award grants where there is a clear demand and need for this support. Applicants will be required to provide proof of need, hardship or distress which a grant will alleviate.

4. Applicant’s will be required to provide proof of family income which should be less than £30,000 per annum.  Please note this is a guide and not a fixed limit. 

Funding Exclusions:

1. [bookmark: _Hlk166487730]The Trust is unable to support retrospective grants. 

2. The Trust is unable to award grants or assist with the following:
a. Electric or gas cookers. 
b. Post graduate courses, except in very special individual circumstances e.g. courses where a qualification is essential for entry to particular careers.
c. First degree courses and higher education courses, except in special circumstances. 
d. The direct cost of medical treatment/expenses (to note that support for medical equipment to alleviate a medical condition or illness is eligible)
e. Car repairs
f. Loans and fundraising
g. Monetary assistance for financial debt, eg credit cards, utility bills.

3. Grants for work relating to refurbishing a home which is owned by either the council or housing association are not eligible for funding. 

4. Pupil Premium: If a child receives pupil premium, grants to support school trips are not eligible for funding.

5. School Trips: If a child is not in receipt of pupil premium and subject to other eligibility criteria being met, applications for assistance with the cost of school trips are limited to £250 per child.
